you should choose the one you like the look of. The first template will allow for more
menu items down the side and has an area in the top left corner for any logo you may
choose to use later.

The third step in the Wizard is to choose the colours for the site. Do not panic, as any

options chosen in the Wizard can be changed at a later date should you decide you have
chosen the wrong colour scheme.

As soon as you have entered material onto your website and the approval process is
complete the password protection will be lifted off by MySouthWest staff. For now

when you open a new browser window enter your username and password. You will also
notice on the welcome page a link which s@lisk here to begin editing your site.

The wizard has created your site, but it is now up to you and your group to make the site
informative, interesting and engaging.
